Il new potato varieties developed by the Pacific Northwest Tri-State Breeding Pro-
gram are now licensed to PVMI (the Potato Variety Management Institute), a non-
profit marketing and administration organization for the Tri-State Potato Breeding
Program. PVMI is currently requesting proposals for sublicensing a new purple-fleshed, pur-

ple-skinned potato variety.

This is the first time a specialty potato variety developed by the Tri-State Program will be

sublicensed to only one or a few private companies. An exclusive or semi-exclusive license/s
