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  His editorials in The Wall Street Journal and com-

mentaries on PBS correctly forecast the 2001 slow-

down in the U.S. and the 2008 pop in commodity 

prices. Business Week raved about his book Market 

Shock: 9 Economic and Social Upheavals that Will 

Shake Our Financial Future, which warned of the 

quicksand facing the stock market. His other best-

selling books include New Ideas From Dead Econo-

mists, New Ideas From Dead CEOS, Bringing the Jobs 

Home, From Here to Economy and a novel, The  

Castro Gene. 

  "Protectionism is beginning to grow," he says. 

While it can be a natural reaction to economic chal-

lenges, Buchholz cautions raising tariffs on produce 

as this will lead to retaliation by trading partners. 

When it comes to trading between the US and 

Europe, he refers to the long and ongoing anti-GMO 

and "Franken foods" discussion.  Combine this with 

economic protectionism and you have "a combusti-

ble situation for trying to feed people and make 

money in business."
